Audition music for All-District Band has been distributed to the students as 
well.  This audition will be held during the first week of January, however, 
pre-registration will be required during December.  This information will be 
distributed in class. 
After a one year break, we have a competitive winter guard again, and we 
also have a JV Winter Guard program started this year.  This will be very 
beneficial in building our color guard program for the future. 
As you can see, we are very busy preparing for many upcoming events, 
and band is never over.    
My sincere thank you to everyone involved in our State Champion 
marching band.  What a year it has been for the Dunbar Band, and we are 
not finished yet.  Happy Holidays, hope to see you in Florida, and letôs 
make 2012 even better.
